Change in the work of nurses is currently being driven by two main developments. Some nurses can now be legally mandated to undertake the traditional medical task of prescribing, while at the same time the delegation of routine nursing work to unregistered care workers has become more common. An optimistic reading of these changes might suggest they illustrate the successful professionalisation of nursing, by and for nurses. However, by locating changes to nursing's scope of practice within the historical context of the Health Reforms, an alternative reading is possible. With particular reference to nurse prescribing, we argue that changes in nursing work are often politically driven, rather than being simply outcomes of nurse-led developments towards extending autonomous nursing practice.

Nurse prescribing is a significant change in the working lives of district nurses in the United Kingdom. It has been achieved as the result of a 13-year sociopolitical struggle, eventually culminating in an Act of Parliament, which enabled selected nurses to prescribe from a limited formulary. This research attempts to discover the nature of its impact on the relationships between prescribers, nurses, doctors, pharmacists, patients and carers. Using a qualitative approach, guided interviews were carried out with nurses, doctors, pharmacists, patients and carers. Initial findings indicate that far from producing an independent prescribing workforce, some prescribers are reverting to their preprescribing behaviour. For these prescribers, there is a suggestion that old hierarchies are being reinforced, which might be

detrimental to nurse prescribing.

Since 1999, all health visitors and district nurses in the United Kingdom (UK) have received additional education to permit their registration as independent prescribers from a limited list of medicinal products. Little research has investigated how more than 20 000 health visitor and district nurse prescribers have implemented their new role since the evaluation of the pilot sites. The aims of the study were to describe prescribing practices of healthvisitors and district nurses, the factors (contextual and professional) which enable and facilitate nurse

prescribing, and views about the Nurse Prescribers’ Formulary.
